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üMore enjoyable days

üLess stress

üProactive strategies to use with children

üBecause the strategies and structure are òbest 
practiceó (researched based), teachers and 
caregivers say they have a greater sense of 
security by using methods that have been tried 
and have shown to work

ü Increased sense of efficiency

üMaterials are available and free ðyou donõt have 
to find everything on your own
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üLess challenging behaviors in the classroom with 
which to deal

üMore time for instruction because less time is 
spent on dealing with disruptive and non - productive 
behaviors

üLess stress

ü Increased sense of school and community
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Î Clear expectations of appropriate behaviors

Î Increased friendship skills

Î Being able to follow directions more cooperatively

Î Identify their feelings and learn to manage them

Î Problem solving skills

Î Ability to look for age - appropriate solutions

Î Increased ability to self - calm

Î Increased ability to make more effective choices

Î Ability to learn academic skills when they enter school





V Children enrolled in the experimental classrooms 
implementing the Pyramid Model demonstrated 
statistically significant differences in their social 
skills. 

V Target children in the experimental classrooms had 
statistically significant reductions in problem 
behavior. 

V Teachers in the experimental condition who received 
training and coaching demonstrated statistically 
significant differences in their implementation of 
Pyramid Model practices.
